Results for the period 
As a result of a Surplus this year, of £1,102 (2023: £3,194), the Breakfast held unrestricted funds in the general 
fund amounting to £5,531 (2023: £4,429) at the year end. 

The Trustees are aware of the need to increase reserves further but are pleased to see this has started to happen 
whilst also meeting all current costs from the event. They are satisfied that the current level of reserves is 
adequate for the purpose of planning future events but those will need to be budgeted with full recovery of 
costs.
