the charity during the financial period | A grant of £2252.94 was awarded to Neilston Youth Football Club to
purchase equipment for the new age groups which have been added to
the club this year. This included; footballs, mini-goals, cones/markers, bibs
and first aid equipment.

NCSH member clubs have also seen a steady growth in membership with
around 60 adult players and 260 youth players, all benefiting from the
support that is given from NCSH and allowing more and more people take
part in sport and physical activity.

NCSH will continue to support its member clubs in trying to grow their
membership base and attract more of the community to participate in sport
& physical activity.

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Other optional information

It was agreed last year by the Trustees that future efforts would be better put towards transforming one of the 11-a-side
grass pitches in Neilston into a full size 3G synthetic pitch, which would serve the members of NCSH better that the
smaller training area. This aligns with the plans for a 7-a-side pitch being built as part of the new learning campus in
Neilston which is due to be completed in early 2025. This project continues to be developed; however, lack of
resources across NCSH mean that it is moving relatively slowly and will be ongoing into next financial year.

NCSH continues to liaise with East Renfrewshire Council in relation to upgrading existing facilities, submitting a note of
interest for a Community Asset Transfer at both Brig O’Lea Stadium and Kingston Playing Fields. We are currently
discussing extending the lease agreement at Brig O’Lea and looking at a similar arrangement with Kingston Playing
Fields moving forward.

We are also continuing to discuss funding options with the Scottish Football Association, SportScotland, Neilston
Windfarm Legacy Group and the Scottish Football Partnership for a new project, as these were our main funding
partners who had committed to funding the unsuccessful project for a new training pitch. All parties have been happy to
support our current proposals and we will be looking to submit funding applications accordingly in the coming months.

NCSH is also looking to reach out to the wider community to attract more members clubs and individuals and also to
look for potential future Trustees and volunteers to assist with our activities and plans moving forward. An AGM is due
to be held shortly and we hope to have some interested parties looking to become a part of the hub. This includes
identifying local volunteers to undertake some training in order to deliver walking/jogging groups in the village in the
future. There have been some positive initial discussions with local bowling clubs and golf club to explore options for
membership and we hope to introduce these clubs as new members moving forward into next year.

Discussions have also been held with East Renfrewshire Council Economic Development Department to explore
potential funding streams that could help NCSH with aspirations of improving local sporting facilities to enable more
capacity for the members of the community to participate in sport & physical activity and unlock the benefits of this in
terms of the social value, physical and mental health wellbeing and overall improvements to the lives of the people who
live in Neilston.
