The trustees present their annual report together with the accounts for the year ended 31
March 2025.

Structure, Governance and Management

The charity is administered in accordance with its constitution adopted on 30 April 2008 and
amended in 2021

The business of the Club shall be transacted by a Management Committee elected at the
AGM by the membership. Members of the management committee will be members of the
club and shall serve for one year with the exception of President and vice president, who shall
run for two. Retiring members are eligible for re-election.

There is no formal induction programme or training, however most trustees have served the
charity for some considerable time.

The trustees keep under review the major risks to which it may be exposed.
Objectives and Activities

The purpose of Newton Stewart RFC is to provide a platform for playing rugby footbal! in the
Machars area of Wigtownshire.
* Boosting membership and providing opportunities for existing members to play a
fulfilling role in the operation of a small rural club.
* Evolve the coaching and training network within the club.
e Improve the facilities at the club in conjunction with the landiord.
» Promote the game of rugby at local primary and secondary schools, and, within the
community at large.

Public benefit

The trustees have referred to the guidance contained in the Office of the Scottish Charity
Regulator’s general guidance on public benefit when reviewing their objectives and in
planning their future activities. in particular, the trustees consider how planned activities will
contribute to the objectives they have set

Achievements and Performance and Future Plans

» The 1% XV team continue to perform at a high level relevant to the size of the club.
They finished 7th in National League Division 2 in the 2024-25 season which is
tremendous for a club of this size.

* The position of our Development Officer is vacant at present, monies are available
with the Holywood Trust for another 12 months provided we can gain further funding
from another source,

e The youth section continues to include a joint Newton Stewart/Wigtownshire
RFC/Stewartry RFC U18 team, as well as U1 6, U14 for both boys and girls. Minis and
micros training are very strong currently. The attendance and participation of female
members in the youth section has grown well in the last year.

e  SONS (Supporters of Newton Stewart) continues to be the financial bedrock of the
club along with sponsorship support from a number of tocal businesses.

s The development of our new changing rooms and strength & conditioning suite
facilities has been completed and in full use since March 2024.

e Disabled access has just been installed to allow access to the lounge and bar area for
alt who require this facility. We are in the process of updating the furnishings and
kitchen area.
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» The erection of new flood lights to make 2 new training area on the 2™ XV pitch to
make better use of the new changing facilities.

The trustees plan to continue its range of present activities for the foreseeable future.
Financial Review

The charity had a surplus for the period of £2,983 (2024: £60,877 deficit), and a deficit of
£10,616 unrestricted funds.

Reserves Policy
Itis the trustee’s policy to hold reserves of approximately six months expenses so that in the

event of a significant drop in income the charity can maintain its current level of activities for a
reasonable period until replacement funding is obtained. At the year end the charity held
unrestricted cash funds of £51,392 which represents approximately 9 months unrestricted
operating expenses. The trustees therefore consider the charity a Going Concern.
