(b) To relieve the poverty of persons who are suffering from cancer or terminally ill and are in
necessitous circumstances by the provision, where possible and funds allow, of financial
assistance.

Activities & Achievements
In this period we held monthly group meetings in Burnside Court, Doocot Way, Buckie.

We held successful fund-raising events and activities during the year which included a stall at Buckie
Christmas Kracker.

We received various donations throughout the period totalling £51,053 ranging individually from £10
to £20,000.

Trustee remuneration and expenses
One trustee, Paula Campbell Donald received remuneration of £180 for telephone expenses during

the year.

Grants
During the year we were able to provide fifteen grants to a value of £8,737 to cancer patients in our

local area. These grants ranged from £50 to £1,500.

Other expenditure relating directly to charitable activities
During the year we were able to fund taxi services totalling £12,944 to transport cancer patients to
and from hospital for their treatment.

Reserves
As a result of the surplus of £21,628 the group held unrestricted funds at the period end of £58,467.

These funds will allow us to continue to give support for individuals either directly or through the
donating of equipment to our local community nurses in the coming year.
