The 2025 accounts show a deficit of E14,383 due to significant planned expenditure on capital items
and repairs, including electrical upgrades to both the Hall and tennis pavilion, repairs to Hall roof and
boiler pipework plus a new Shed, planters and park benches. Retained funds now total £77,425.

We are pleased to report that Hall use is very healthy due to the continued use by the local primary
school and an active play group.
