2. Structure, Governance and Management
PABSS is a Scottish Charitable Incorporated Organisation (SCIO) founded in 2017. It is governed by its constitution. Trustees are appointed in line with the constitution and oversee the charity’s work, finances, and safeguarding responsibilities.

PABSS exists to support disabled children, young people, and their families, particularly those affected by restraint, seclusion, exclusion, and trauma in education and care settings.
Our activities include:

· Offering trauma‑informed, rights‑based training to schools and professionals
· Raising awareness of the harms caused by restrictive practices
· Contributing lived experience to national policy and practice discussions
· Promoting the use of The Communication Passport
· Campaigning against the misuse of restraint & seclusion in Schools (Calums Law)
Everything we do is grounded in the belief that every child, young person and adult has the right to be safe, respected, and included.
4. Achievements and Performance
Despite being a very small charity, PABSS continues to have a meaningful impact.
· Supported families across Scotland through direct advice and advocacy
· Collected data from families whose children were injured due to restraint and or seclusion in education.
· Delivered external training sessions to schools, organisations, and professionals, much of this training is free of charge
· Contributed to national conversations on restraint, seclusion, and children’s rights
· Continued to promote Positive and Active Behaviour Support approaches
· Maintained strong relationships with partner organisations and campaign groups
Demand for support remains high, showing the ongoing need for our work.
5. Financial Review
PABSS remains a small, volunteer‑led charity with minimal running costs.
· Income: Our only income this year was earned and came from external training sessions.
· Use of funds: This income primarily covered travel expenses and essential operational costs.
· Reserves: The charity holds modest reserves appropriate for its size and activity level.
The trustees consider the charity to be financially stable for its current scale of work.
6. Plans for the Year Ahead
PABSS will continue to:
· Support families seeking help and guidance
· Deliver external training to raise awareness and promote trauma‑informed practice
