Governing document

Pathway Church is a Scottish Charitable Incorporated Organisation governed by a Constitution under a two
tier structure.

Trustee recruitment and appointment

Charity trustees may be elected by:

1) Members of Pathway Church at an AGM subject to a two thirds majority.
2) The Leadership Team at any time.

At each AGM one third of charity trustees shall retire from office but shall then be eligible for re-election.

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES

Charitable purposes

To worship God and to advance the Christian faith, primarily but not exclusively within Wishaw, Lanarkshire, and
the surrounding neighbourhood by all means consistent with the teachings of the Christian Bible including worship,
ministry, mission, prayer, witness, education and community service.

To relieve financial hardship and to promote good health by the provision of funds, goods or services.
Main activities

Hold a worship service and children's ministry every Sunday which is open to all.

Hold a regular midweek prayer meeting primarily for the benefit of members.

Hold regular bible studies for men, women and young adults.
Provide financial assistance to local community groups.

The Solitude Practice (4 weeks) 28 signed up.

- Monthly - Prayer Nights; 'Coffee, Catch-up and Prayer'; Men's Prayer Breakfast

- Weekly prayer nights - July to end September.

- Brave and Woven Women's Conferences - Christmas lunch at Carluke Golf Course.

- Xcel and Wilderness Men's Conference.

- Youth Worship Night (July) - Rocknations fundraiser - very successful and popular evening.

- BGEA 'God Loves You Tour' - FP organised 2 coaches to attend.

- Christmas Family Lunch (SW) - Guest 'Magician' Brian Mitchell - very well attended.

Kindlings (pre-school)

- Pre-school creche facility
- Up to 4 children.

Little Sparks (P1 - P5)

- Led by and the team.
- Many thanks to who stepped down in December.
- 13 children registered pre summer, now 4-8 children.

Ignite (P6 - S2)

- Leaderless at the moment but with a number of adults young and old involved.
- 15 young people registered.
- Ignite meet weekly - not much change after the summer.

Fuel (S3 - S5)

- Fuel on Sundays run by [Jjjjj Il - two Sundays a month.

- Fuel Sunday Bible Study - monthly evening gathering is on hold at the moment.

- 9 young people registered pre summer, now 10 young people.

- Both Ignite and Fuel meet together on Sunday mornings because of lack of available space.
- Both groups - OneGen at One Church, Momentum in Motherwell, Magnitude in Glasgow.

- Maranatha Camp - 2 leaders and 11 children attended.

- RockNations - 4 leaders and 10 young people attended.

- Fun Friday - once a month, 30-40 attended but has ceased due to the loss of 'The Hub'.

- Some also attend other youth group events - King's Church and Craighalbert Church.
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YA (S6 upward)

- Monthly - a joint schedule with Kings YA includes both Bible study, prayer and social meetings.
- Up to 25 can attend, 11 of which are from Pathway.

- Using material from Sadie Robertson Huff - "'Who Are You Following?

- YA Conference, North Church Leeds. Joint group of 15 young adults attended.

Community Projects

- Delayed a second advert due to circumstances with premises, but hoping to continue.

Building
- FP been in touch with C&B PC but nothing to report yet.

- All other Church of Scotland links/discussions dried up.
- Made contact with NLC to obtain an 'Asset Transfer List' of available buildings.

Results for the year

As shown in the accounts, the charity had total receipts of £57,922 in the year, and total payments of £45,114.

This left a surplus at the end of the year of £12.808. This has been combined with the surplus at the end of the previous
period of £89,923, which gives a total surplus of £102,731. This total is held in the charity's bank account.

All of this represents unrestricted funds.

Charity's policy on reserves

Pathway Church does not currently have a specific policy on reserves. Over the relatively short period of time the church
has been established, funds have grown significantly purely through the offerings and tithes given by the members

and those attending Sunday worship. Pathway Church has a target to donate 10% of giving each year to charities

and organisations which are aligned to our charitable purposes.

Whilst there is no intention to hold a large cash reserve, future plans still include the purchase of a dedicated building
and employment of a Pastor or worker to further our purposes which will require substantial funds to bring to

fruition. A policy on reserves continues to be developed.
