It has
provided a platform for the training of individuals, pas-de-deux and teams where vaulters can practise
moves repeatedly, gaining confidence and fitness. This has also provided new teaching opportunities

for the coaches.

My Club Hub was introduced as a way of receiving payments of monthly training fees, making them easier
to track and also provides a new place for the website which needed updating.

Some vaulters travelled to the Netherlands for two days training with Dutch coach Nienke de Wolff

Looking forward, we are thinking of holding some barrel competitions out of season and work will
continue throughout the winter working on routines and improving techniques. We continue to be a
group of happy, likeminded people all with the same aim of promoting equestrian vaulting.
