1 Accounting policies

Charity information
Perth Minorities Association is scottish Charitable Incorporated Organisation.

1.1 Accounting Convention
The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with charity's [governing document], the 
Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005, the Charities Accounts (Scotland) Regulation 2006
(as amended) and "Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice
applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard
applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102)" (as amended for accounting periods commencing
from 1 January 2016). The charity is a Public Benefit Entity as defined by FRS 102.

The Charity has taken advantage of the provisions in the SORP for charities applying FRS 102 Update 
Bulletin 1 not to prepare a Statement of Cash Flows.

The financial statements have departed from the Charities (Accounts and Reports) Regulations 2008 only
to the extent required to provide a true and fair view. This departure has involved following the Statement
of Recommended Practice for charities applying FRS 102 rather than the version of the Statement of 
Recommended Practice which is referred to in the Regulations but which has since been withdrawn.

The financial statements are prepared in sterling, which is the funtional currency of the charity. Monetary
amounts in these financial statements are rounded to the nearest £.

1.2 Going Concern
At the time of approving financial statements, the trustees have a reasonable expectation that the 
charity has adequate resources to continue in operational existence for the foreseeable futre. Thus the 
trustees continue to adopt the going concern basis of accounting in preparing the financial statements.

1.3 Charitable funds
Unrestricted funds are available for use at the discretion of the trustees in furtherance of their charitable
objectives unless the funds have been designated for other purposes.

Restricted funds are subject to specific conditions by donors as to how they may be used. The purposes
and uses of the restricted funds are set out in the notes to the financial statements.

1.4 Incoming Resources
All income is recognised when the charity is legally entitled to it after any performance conditions have
been met, the amounts can be measured reliably, and it is probable that income will be received.

1 Accounting Policies (Continued)

1.5 Resources expended
Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing
the charity to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in 



settlement and the amount of the obligation  can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an
accruals basis and has been classified under headings that aggregate all cost related to the category.
Where costs cannot be directly attributed to particular headings they have been allocated to activities basis
consistent with the use of resources.

1.6 Taxation
The charity is exempt from tax on its charitable activities.

1.7 Provisions for liabilities
The charity recognises a provision for annual leave accrued by employees as a result of services rendered
in the current period, and which employees are entitled to carry forward and use within the next 12 months.
The provision is measured at the salary cost payable for the period of absence.

1.8 Depreciation
Depreciation is provided on tangible fixed assets so as to write off the cost or valuation, less any estimated
residential value, over their expected useful economic life as follows:

Furniture 20% Straight Line Basis
Office Equipment 20% Straight Line Basis
