To encourage other charitable activities through which the parents may
support the development of children with the object of improving the
conditions of life for the children for whom the facilities or activities are
primarily intended.

Financial Review

As a result of the Surplus of £4,261 for the year, the charity held unrestricted funds of £9,468 at the year end. The charity aims to
maintain unrestricted reserves equal to at least 3 months of unrestricted spending, during the year the trustees have achieved this.

From Mid-January 2023 the playgroup ceased to offer childcare services due to staff shortages and a low demand for the service.
While all efforts were made during the remainder of the year to re-start the service, the committee has made the decsion to
commence the process to disolve the charity and re-distribute any remaining funds. This process is still ongoing and the charity has
remained dormant during the current year.
