Our main activity is the information point opened 2 or 3 times a week
(depending on our volunteers’ availability), where anyone can speak to
our volunteers, find out about social and educational activities run by PAA
and take part in them. We have a close working relationship with lots of
institutions that are interested in health and wellbeing of the Polish
community. We continue to provide the free information point, we provide
free advice for Polish community members and we work with other third
sector organisations that provide specialist services including leading

community

- Polish language classes for non-Polish speakers — beginners group for
students who want learn Polish;

- English classes — currently we operate two groups at elementary and
pre-intermediate levels;

- Polish Seniors Club — services for the large group Polish seniors in
Aberdeen, with various activities, arts and crafts with professional activities
coordinator.

- ‘Family Club with Fancy Sensy’ started which are two groups supporting
families, integrating parents with children 0-3 years and also grandparents
and seniors are welcome as they very often feel isolated in post Covid era.
We integrate families and for kids to gather some knowledge, skills, social
and moral values as well as to experience emotions and feelings.
