Following on from what | described last year, as a year of consolidation the best description for
the 2024-25 year is one of rebuilding. Several changes to the committee took place at the AGM
created a combined desire and will to expand the use and income. This was particularly relevant
after the local authority announced the cessation of grant funding to community operated halls.
