Having a membership which increased from eight to nine during the
period, we continued without a pastor, with regular Sunday Services
taken by supply preachers from the Baptist Lay Preachers Association
and other folks, some with training.

In particular a Baptist student in training took many Sunday Services
over, 6 months, he and his wife organised a Children’s Qutreach
program with our congregation in Summer 2024, having contacted local
Primary schools beforehand in preparation. Others came to our Services
during the year at times.

Our “after-Service” monthly Sunday lunches were appreciated, where we
still welcomed occasionally a regional retired pastor and wife to assist
us. This retired pastor's guidance and advice have been invaluable (over
a number of years.), and a pianist introduced by him helped us too. A
midweek Service also ran for quite a few months.

The Treasurer's retiral date was end of May 2025, he having been in the
position for 51 years; we considered trying to find a substitute or
alternative. The Treasurer did agree to continue to look after the books
until someone took over as treasurer

Work started on investigating the possibility of working somehow
together with another church.

Work was also in progress on a possible change from a UVA to a SCIO.
Attention to the premises continued - roofing, gardening, heating,
Electrical, fire safety
