Financial review

- The congregation continued to meet in person and on Zoom. In thisway a

Unitarian presence and outreach in Dundee and the surrounding area was
maintained throughout the year. The ongoing use of on-line services has
allowed the congregation to reach out to a wider community with people
from all over the UK and France joining our services. We are grateful to
our Minister and other service leaders for leading worship.

Our Minister also conducted 1 funeral.

We had a church holiday in the summer and this has become an annual
fixture that has helped to re-energise members in the autumn.

The letting of the Church Hall has been enabled us to make fuller use of
the building in 2025 and we hope to renew the lease in 2026.

We have continued to let out the car park during the week although the
number of spaces let has been depleted and we hope to increase that
again in 2026.

Thanks to another member's work we continued to claim Gift Aid in 2025.
This has led to greater financial stability than recent years.

We have had some issues with the plumbing towards the end of 2025 and
hope that these will be resolved soon.

We continue to take steps to ensure succession planning.

Brief statement of the charity’s policy

on reserves

The Church seeks to maintain sufficient reserves to continue its activity.
These have been drawn on in recent years but through letting of the
building and car park and improved access to Speed Trust funds we are
moving closer to a balanced budget. The on-going Gift Aid claims should
also help. These were first received in 2024 and thus the 2025 figure is
lower as it is only for one year.
