Status of Charity and Governing Document
Solas (Centre for Public Christianity) is a company limited by guarantee (Number SC380516) and is a
registered Scottish charity (Number SC041613), governed by its Memorandum and Articles of Association.

Objectives and Activities

The objective of the company is to advance the Christian Faith for the public good, as expressed by the
Apostles’ Creed, in the United Kingdom and elsewhere as the Trustees think fit. To this end Solas carries
out evangelistic activities by conferences and speaking engagements, as well as by publishing books and
digital media. Solas also trains and equips individuals and churches to proclaim the Gospel of the Lord
Jesus Christ for the spiritual health and the good of people, society and their environment.

Achievements and Performance

Solas exists to share the good news of Jesus persuasively and to equip Christians for evangelism practically.
We work with churches, Christian Unions, and other groups to help them take the gospel out of the four
walls of the Church and into places where non-Christians spend their time: universities, workplaces, cafes,
schools, pubs, and online. Solas also works in the ‘digital marketplace’, producing content for non-
Christians (sharing the gospel) and for Christians (equipping them for evangelism). Our team of speakers
have also written many books, extending Solas’s reach even further as we seek to make Jesus known and
help Christians to do the same.

It has been an exciting year with many ministry highlights (see below), including a huge growth in short
video engagement, evangelistic and training events being held in new locations across the country, our
Have You Ever Wondered? book being widely used, and the launching of an ambitious 3-year Strategic
Plan. Furthermore, in 2025, Solas reached the milestone of fifteen years in ministry, and it has been
wonderful to take time to look back at how God has led the ministry over the years.

In all of this, we’re grateful to the Lord for his continued blessing of Solas’s work. We are also thankful for
our wonderful staff team, dedicated Trustees, and our faithful (and growing) network of donors, both small
and large, whose generosity and prayers make our work possible.

Achievements and performance (continued)
Among the many events and activities of the last year, a few highlights stand out as follows:

We have seen a growing spiritual interest among people across the country, as recorded by the Quiet
Revival and Finding Jesus reports. This has been confirmed at the many churches and organisations we
have served across the year.

The Solas team have been involved in multiple university CU missions and outreach events, including
at Queen Margaret, Glasgow, Dundee, York St John and Southampton.

It has been a huge encouragement to meet a number of students on the missions who became Christians
partly through Solas’s ministry.

We introduced a range of different formats for our Confident Christianity events, in order to give
inviting churches greater flexibility. We held thirteen of them across the year stretching from Denny
and Broughty Ferry to Hampstead and Coleraine (Northern Ireland).

It has been a privilege to partner with and support many different Christian organisations, from training
students at London School of Theology to staff workers of the Universities and Colleges Christian
Fellowship (UCCF).

Steve Osmond’s ministry has grown considerably during his second year with Solas. It has been
wonderful to see all the invitations for Steve, who is based in Perth, especially from CUs and churches
in Scotland.

One of Steve’s new projects was the launch of a new “Lab Notes from the Faithful” series featuring
interviews with leading scientists from around the world. These exchanges showed why there is not a
conflict between science and faith, and how experts see Christianity as fitting with their academic
disciplines.

Have You Ever Wondered?, our evangelistic book, has continued to be a hugely popular resource with
nearly 20,000 copies sold by the end of the financial year. It has been widely used by Christian Unions
and churches, often as a give-away to seekers who are exploring faith. We’ve received a number of
messages from people saying that it has helped them (or someone they know) come to faith. The
continued success led 10Publishing to commission a follow-up Christmas resource, which has been
deferred to the end of 2026, because of the strong sales of the original Have You Ever Wondered?

The Solas website continues to draw thousands of visitors each month. An example of the “ripple-
effect” of ministry was being contacted by the vicar of Saltburn, who had been inspired by our “Launch
Pad” series to start a book stall. We got in touch and were then invited to run a Confident Christianity
event at the Guisborough Deanery for a number of local churches.

In the social media space, our sixty-second videos have attracted a huge amount of attention with one
being viewed over one million times (across all platforms).

Looking Ahead
As we look back at the last twelve months, there is much to thank God for. As we look ahead, there is also
a lot to be excited about, as well as some challenges to address.

Our ambitious Strategic Plan is underway, which sets out a pathway for expansion over the next three
years. Three new key projects include the launching of a new prayer channel for supporters
(November), marking Solas’s 15" anniversary (in November), and the launching of a new series of
Schools Resources (in 2026). We are also seeking to considerably increase the number of events that
we do.

The Strategic Plan seeks to grow the number of evangelistic events in universities connected with
Confident Christianity events. We also seek to run twice as many Confident Christianity events as last
year, as well as targeting more ministry in Northern Ireland and Wales, in addition to six new areas of
England and Scotland.

e To fund our planned growth, we continue to seek to increase the levels of funding (both from
individuals and trusts).

e We also plan to change our accountancy package (from Xero to QuickBooks) in order to receive
enhanced support from our accountants.

e We are involved with Thrive 25, a series of events across Scotland in November designed to support
Christians in their workplaces. The initiative is being jointly run by Solas, Transform Work UK and
The Business Connection.

The mission field remans challenging, but we continue to follow Jesus’s command to “Go into all the world
and preach the gospel to all creation” (Mark 16:15). Although most people in the UK no longer grow up
knowing much about Christianity, many people are interested in the big questions of life, especially in an
increasingly uncertain world. There is also a growing appreciation — even from secular commentators — of
the importance of Christianity in shaping our culture. So the opportunities and need for Solas’s work remain
vast. We do not take these opportunities for granted, but in all of them are grateful for and reliant on God’s
leading, power, and provision.

Financial Review

Results for the Year

The financial statements for the year are set out on pages 6 to 15. The Statement of Financial Activities on
page 6 reflects net expenditure of £34,406 (2024: net expenditure of £35,521).

Reserves Policy

It is the Charity’s policy to maintain unrestricted funds of £60,000, which is the equivalent of approximately
three months of operating costs. These funds are currently set aside in a Designated Fund as directed by the
Trustees. This allows sufficient funds to enable the ongoing work of the charity to be maintained. The
General Fund on page 6 at 30 June 2025 amounted to £109,798 (2024: £131,963). Total reserves, including
the net book value of fixed assets and balances on restricted funds amounted to £192,200 (2024: £226,606).

Statement on Risk
The Directors assess the major risks to which the company is exposed on an ongoing basis, and as a result
of this process, establish procedures to mitigate those risks that are identified.

1. Accounting policies

Basis of Preparation and Assessment of Going Concern

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Accounting and Reporting by Charities:
Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the
Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) issued in October
2019, the Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005, the Companies Act 2006 and the Charities
Accounts (Scotland) Regulations 2006 (as amended).

The financial statements have been prepared on a going concern basis under the historical cost convention
with items recognised at cost or transaction value unless otherwise stated in the relevant notes to these
financial statements.

The charity constitutes a public benefit entity as defined by FRS 102.
The principal accounting policies adopted in the preparation of the financial statements are set out below.

Basis of Financial Statements
The financial statements have been prepared on an accruals basis.

Income and Debtors
All income and bank interest is accounted for when receivable. Debtors are valued at cost at the year end
and adjusted for any amounts considered to be unrecoverable.

Expenditure and Creditors

Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing
the charity to that expenditure, it is probable that settlement will be required, and the amount of the
obligation can be measured reliably. All expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis. Creditors are
valued at cost at the year end and split between amounts due in less than one year and amounts due in more
than one year.

Tangible Fixed Assets and Depreciation
Tangible fixed assets are included in the balance sheet at cost. Depreciation is provided at the following
annual rates in order to write off each asset over its estimated useful life:

e Furniture and fittings 33% straight line
e Computer and other equipment 33% straight line
Stock

Stock is valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value, after making due allowance for obsolete and
slow-moving items.

Unrestricted funds comprise income received for the objects of the company without further specified

Designated funds represent unrestricted funds which have been earmarked by the Trustees for particular
purposes.

Restricted funds comprise income which has been received for the objects of the company and specified
for a restricted purpose within these objects by the donor.

The Evangelism E-Learning fund represents funds to be used for the production of an e-learning evangelism
course.

The Northern Ireland fund represents monies recevied for ministry conducted in the geographical region of
Northern Ireland.
