MAIN ACTIVITIES

The charity provides a number of activities, events, clubs and support services for all people living within the Clackmannanshire
area, to name a few: mother & toddler, cooking classesand a drop in centre. In addition the charity organise and hold a number
of annual events for the benefit of the community and various community events to raise funds to support the charity and local
good causes. Furthermore the charity support and help local unemployed people to find employment.

The charity achieved to deliver all of its goals throughtout the year.

RESERVES POLICY

There is no reserve policy for the charity but the trustees are mindful of the need to stay within the budget provided to our
funders and to maintain all accounts in credit.
