Recruitment and Appointment of Trustees

Members of the Kirk Session are the charity trustees. The Kirk Session members are the elders of the
church and are chosen from those members of the church who are considered to have the
appropriate gifts and skills. The minister, who is a member of the Kirk Session, is elected by the
congregation and inducted by Presbytery.

Organised Structure

The Kirk Session which currently meets nine times a year is responsible for spiritual affairs within the
church and within the Kirk Session certain responsibilities are delegated to the Finance Committee
and the Property Committee as appropriate.

Objectives & Activities
