Achievements, Performance and Financial Review
Missionary Box:

On a monthly basis we send this money toc a missionary either abroad or in the UK. This year we have
given a total of £1,015 to missionaries.

Reserves
The Church recorded a deficit of £3,697 during the year (2024: surplus £1,965). At the year end the Church

had unrestricted general funds of £11,613. The trustees feel that this level of reserves will be sufficient to allow
the Church to continue with its current activities in the event of a drop in the level of income.

Bethany Evangelical Church is affiliated to the Fellowship of Independent Evangelical Churches (FIEC).
