The charity is administered by the trustees. The following persons have served during the year and since
the year end:

Charitable purposes
The object of Dundee Choral Union is the practice and performance in public or in private of choral and
orchestral music of an accepted high standard.

The main activities carried out by Dundee Choral Union are the performance of at least two public
performances in each financial year.

Structure, Governance and Management
Dundee Choral Union was founded under a Deed of Constitution dated 6 September 1965.

The charity is managed by its committee, which meets on a regular basis to discuss strategic direction,
governance and the day to day running of the charity.

Committee members are appointed according to the rules laid down in the Constitution. When positions on
the Committee become vacant, nominations for these posts are sought from members at the time of the
AGM and, if necessary, a vote would be taken to decide who stands.
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Trustees’ Report

For the Year Ended 30 April 2025

Review of achievements and performance
The results for the year are set out in the Statement of Receipts and Payments.

The 2024/25 season saw two excellent concerts performed in the Caird Hall. In December 2024 we sang
Mozart: Vesperae solennes de Confessore, K.339 and three shorter choral works, namely 1. Ave verum
corpus (K.618), 2. God is our refuge (K.20), 3. Sancta Maria, Mater Dei (K.273i. This was sung along with

Haydn: Missa in Angustiis - ‘Nelson’ Mass, conducted by Musical Director, ith the orchestra
members from Scottish Opera and organist * At the Spring 2025 concert we performed
Brahms: A German Requiem (Opus 45) with instrumentalists n

pianos and timpanist Thomas Lowe. Ticket sales for the Christmas concert numbered 284 whilst the Spring
concert attracted an audience of around 260. We were delighted that both concerts were well received.

We are very pleased to have 21 new members join us over this season. We have had a slight increase in
membership of our ‘Friends of Dundee Choral Union’ and repeated our ‘behind the scenes’ evenings prior
to both performances allowing for some social time with them and the choristers. We also repeated our Quiz
Night and held a subsequent one at the end of April 2025 which provided the opportunity for socialising and
fundraising.

Last year we benefitted from a very high level of corporate/charitable sponsorship and a number of these
funds are now closed to us for a while. Despite many applications for funding elsewhere the response this
year has been low (total income £3,500). We will continue to approach new sponsors and investigate local
sources of support to help direct efforts.

During this year we appointed two further Honorary Vice Presidents (now three in total). These appointments
are agreed by the membership and those appointed have had a long or significant association with DCU.
The Honorary Vice Presidents are happy to network with contacts on behalf of DCU and promote DCU,
potentially leading us to more sponsors.

Plans for the future

We shall be continuing to approach new and regular sponsors again in 2025/26 with the aim of continuing
to raise funds. Such monies along with ticket sales and membership subscriptions all help to provide high
quality performances in the excellent venue of the Caird Hall. We maintain careful management of our
budget with a pattern of one concert with a small number of accompanying musicians and another with a
larger orchestra.

Financial review

At 30 April 2025 the charity had unrestricted cash funds of £37,253 (2024 - £41,068). Our sources of income
are set out on page 5. Payments for the year were £32,074 (2024 - £35,242) with concert costs of £19,776
(2024 - £22,587) being the main expenditure.

Reserves policy
The trustees’ policy is to hold reserves to meet normal running costs for eighteen months and are satisfied
that the level currently held is sufficient to comply with this.

Risk assessment

The trustees have assessed the major risks to which the charity is exposed, in particular those related to the
operations and finances of the charity and are satisfied that systems are in place to mitigate the charity’s
exposure to the major risks.

The trustees are responsible for keeping proper accounting records which disclose, with reasonable
accuracy at any time, the financial position of the charity and enable them to ensure that the financial
statements, which they are responsible for preparing, comply with the Charities Accounts (Scotland)

out the responsibilities of the trustees for the preparation and content of the Annual Report.

Principal Accounting Policies

Basis of Accounting

These accounts have been prepared on the Receipts and Payments basis in accordance
with the Charities & Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005 and the Charities Accounts
(Scotland) Regulations 2006 (as amended). The financial statements are prepared in
sterling, which is the functional currency of the charity.

Nature and purpose of funds

Unrestricted funds are those that may be used at the discretion of the trustees in
furtherance of the objects of the charity. The trustees maintain an unrestricted general fund
for the day-to-day running of the charity. There are no restricted funds.

Fees totalling £4,940 (2024 - £4,370) were paid to the Musical Director and the
Accompanist who are both trustees. No other remuneration was paid in the year (2024 -
none).
