Throughout the year, our dedicated staff have continued to grow professionally, expanding their
knowledge and skills to enhance the quality of children’s experiences and support thoughtful,
responsive planning. The support from our committee, parents, and carers has also played a
vital role—helping to enrich the children’s learning through fundraising events held over the
year.

This year our manager has undertaken and completed an outdoor learning course, Learning
Through Landscapes: Forest Kindergarten Outdoor Practitioner. We were also thrilled to
welcome an outdoor practitioner to our team, whose wealth of knowledge has been invaluable,
not only enriching the children’s experiences but also inspiring and supporting our staff along
the way. Their extensive expertise has enabled us to successfully reinstate our Forest
Kindergarten sessions, now running at least twice a week, bringing even more outdoor learning
and adventure into the children’s routine.

At present our reserve funds consist of monies to cover 3 months wages
and rent and linked with our current account, all funds are unrestricted.

This year, we faced a deficit of £10,970, primarily due to increased staffing
cost, reflecting both a rise in staff numbers to accommodate the growing
number of children attending the setting and a significant uplift in the
national minimum wage. Additionally, limited fundraising efforts throughout
the academic year contributed to the shortfall.

Donated facilities and services (if any) | Throughout the year, we were grateful to receive generous donations from

parents on behalf of the group. One parent reached out to their employer,
who supports local initiatives, resulting in a £300 donation to go towards
outdoor equipment and other valuable resources. Another parent took the
initiative to organise a Christmas raffle, raising £200 to purchase additional
resources for the children.
