We received a grant of £500 from Age Scotland in the year and this was used to host the
Befrienders Party. Some of the activities during the course of the year were: parties, bingo, dances,
quizzes, singing, exercises, day trips, dining out on special occasions, refreshments and special events at
Easter, Halloween and Christmas. There was also a trip tc Nethy Bridge during the year which was a
great success and enjoyed by a number of members.

We continue, through these activities, to support our members' physical and mental well-being, help to
decrease isolation, and fund raise for other charities. Members are able to make new friends through
the club.

Trustee Remuneration and Expenses
Trustees did not receive any remuneration during the year. They were reimbursed for out-of-pocket
expenses on the same basis as any other member.

At the year end the organisation had cash reserves of £31.5k.
