No remuneration or expenses were paid to any members of the Committee other than the reim
expenses paid on behalf of the Centre.

Obiectives and activitios
The principal activity of the Centre is to promote the aims of The National Trust for Scotland and to rai
proJects and activities of the Trust

This obiective is achieved by holding regular meetings with speakec on a variety of topics and runn
outings to historical and countryslde locations.

Achiovements and performance
During the 2023124 season it has been possible to hold four meetings, a Christmas lunch, five outin
day holiday to Strathpeffer. Regular committee meetings have been held either in person or online.

The flnal membership figure lot 2023124 was 78 of which 12 were new. At 31 December 2024,lhe
stood at 63 with no new members.

Flnancaal Review
The results for the year show a delicit on unrestricted tunds for the year of e2,078 after a donation of
National Trust for Scotland (2022123 surplus e3,844). When the deficat is deducted from the accu
brought fon/vard of 844,119, this gives unrestricted funds of €42,M1. The 2021122 accounts incl
received from the late Ronald Mclvor of f24,560. lt is intended that most of the legacy will be used
substantial project in due course.

The Centre canies a balance of funds to flnance its cunent actlvities but uses its excess funds to
National Trust for Scotland.
