• Worked in partnership with the island community council and other organisations to
help improve the well-being and community spirit of the island community;

• Provided 3 housing units for affordable rent, available for let under the Local Letting
Policy, to meet local community housing need;

• Acquired two empty homes for refurbishment to use as affordable rented housing
to meet local housing need, using funding for this purpose from Scottish Land
Fund, Scottish Government Rural Housing Fund and Highlands & Islands
Enterprise;

• Continued to employ a community development manager supported by Highlands
& Islands Enterprise;

• Provided community market garden facilities to grow local food for the community
shop, and promote healthier, low carbon lifestyles;

• Operated a community heritage & art centre providing a venue for local cultural
activities and tourism and a small boat service to improve access to local
heritage sites;
