Delivering RYA Power Boat 2, RYA Safety Boat and refresher training to our adult members in support of club
racing.

Continuing to aftract new adult members and retain existing trainees by offering high quality training to the RYA
dinghy syllabus including an introduction to racing courses and sailing with spinnakers.

Supporting, assisting and delivering new salil training instructors to the sport.

None of this would have been possible without the dedication of all our volunteers. Including cadet parents who help
with the beach and getting us all on the water, young Assistant Instructors leaming how to pass their knowledge onto
the next generation.
