Summary of the main activities
in relation to these objects

This year, with the generous support of our donors and
community, Starchild has made significant progress in
Uganda — most notably with the completion of the
Sunflower Sanctuary in Jinja. We are proud to report that
the main structure — a three-classroom building with an
office, wheelchair-accessible veranda— has now been
finished.

Two fully accessible large disabled toilets and showers have
been successfully installed, and thanks to a generous
donation from the Rotary Bairds, a water tank has been
fitted to support these facilities. In addition, a £5,000
donation from McDonald's has enabled us to begin work on
a much-needed sensory room, which has now been
measured and prepared for installation.

Our founder, Michaela, continued her fundraising and
awareness efTorts through 2024, giving talks across
Scotland, sharing readings from her book, and offering
insights into our work on the ground in Uganda.

Education remains at the heart of our mission, Our S6
pupils have completed high school and, with the exception
of one student, all achieved excellent results. Many of them
have expressed a strong desire to pursue higher education,
and we are actively seeking funding to support their
university aspirations. Meanwhile, our S5 students are
entering their final year, and our primary pupil, Cyrus — a
young boy with disabilities — has progressed to PS and
continues to thrive.

We also held a number of successful fundraising events
locally, including a lively Rock Choir concert and an
unforgettable Hoe Down night filled with country music
and dance — all in support of Starchild’s ongoing work.
This event included an art auction with generous donations
from the artist’s community.

We're pleased to share that we have recently hired a Social
Worker for the Sunflower Sanctuary, a vital addition to help
support and guide the families we serve, We are currently
working toward securing a dedicated vehicle to transport
persons with disabilities (PWDs) to the centre, ensuring
better accessibility and inclusion.

Starchild continues to make a profound and lasting impact
on the communities we serve in Uganda, and we are deeply
grateful for the support that makes this possible.
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Achievements and performance

» Continued delivery of awareness and fundraising talks
across Scotland by our founder, including book readings
and presentations.

« Graduation of S6 students, with excellent results from all
but one; most now wish to pursue university studies.

» Progression of S5 students into their final year and
continued support for primary pupil Cyrus, who advanced
to P5.

e Successful fundraising events held locally, including a
Rock Choir concert and a Hoe Down night of country
music and dance.

» Hiring of a Social Worker for the Sunflower Sanctuary to
support disability-focused programming.

+ Ongoing efTorts to secure a vehicle to transport persons
with disabilities to and from the centre.

» Expanded community impact, helping bring over 70
families out of isolation due to disability-related stigma.
