· the advancement of heritage and culture through working within the community 
across generations to discover and promote the heritage and social history of 
Glasgow Perthshire Football Club and the local area. 

Activities and achievements 

In the year, we increased our community’s activities (in particular), for around 500 
young people and 21volunteers sessions in the Possilpark and surrounding areas of 
Glasgow. We continued to work in partnership with Young Possil.Futures. Also 
this year we partnered with the (DASH) club to provide necessary sessions for 
children with disabilities.
