At the completion of this period the charity remains financially robust with
funds available to be passed on to other organisations which are engaged
in similar activities. The application to dissolve the charity was approved
on 18t June 2024 and has been submitted to OSCR for consideration.

Brief statement of the charity’s policy It is the policy of the charity to fund activity from ongoing revenue rather

on reserves than to accumulate reserves. There is a deficit for the year of £4,780
(2023 - £11,706) with a closing reserve balance as at 315 March of
£10,886 (2022 - £15,666). None of the reserves are in restricted funds.

The Trustees intend to distribute the remaining funds, after dissolution
costs, to other charities with similar purposes.
