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Achievements and performance

Summary of the main achievements
of the charity during the financial
period

The Charity provides local assistance but is also establishing, building and
having a European reach and impact. The online community group comprising
of Roma and non-Roma adults and students across Europe boasts with its
spiritual and practical support it offers. The Charity engages in Christian
meetings and citizenship, offering benefits via service delivery provision of
assistance, building and motivating pupils throughout their educational progress
and daily life matters.

During the year the Charity engaged in the following projects benefiting the
community it serves;

Youth seminar in Saedinenie city, Bulgaria: providing training and education
to 70 young adults on establishing and maintaining healthy relationships. The
discussion around pain points and best practices enabled many to work through
various challenges bringing clarity, stability due to preparation of expectations,
strengthening relationships.

Family retreat in Surnitza village, Bulgaria: a two-day training for families
on the core principles of healthy marriage. This helped couples understand the
needs of each other and their children. It build stronger bonds, feeling of
appreciation and gratitude of each other’s contribution furthering their unions
and nurturing towards each other.

Seminar in Moissac, France- a three-day seminar teaching on the importance
of family values. Practical teaching was delivered to families on how to raise
and educate their children avoiding many of the challenges of parenting at
various ages of children. The participants found the teaching very valuable and
many reported as a feedback progress thorough out the year on the methods
learned.

Seminar in Sofia, Bulgaria- a two-day seminar teaching on the importance of
family values. Practical teaching was delivered to families on how to raise and
educate their children avoiding many of the challenges of parenting at various
ages of children. The participants found the teaching very valuable and many
reported as a feedback progress thorough out the year on the methods learned.

National Prayer Meeting for Bulgaria and the world in London, UK: the
Charity partnered with a national organisation called ‘Common prayer
movement and brotherhood. Great Britain’. Around 1000 participants jointed
together including the Bulgarian ambassador in London to celebrate unity and
to pray and agree on important issues for the communities such as education,
healthcare, infrastructure, economy, business, wellbeing and more... The event
resulted in a building up new and strengthening existing relationships between
different communities, benefiting by bonding, supporting and growing sturdier
together.

Practical support for needy in Govedare village, Bulgaria: the Charity also
assisted 12 needy families providing them some bags of food at the end of the
year. The deprived families who benefited were very grateful of the support
provided to them enabling them with the essentials for the Christmas and new
year season.

Medical support Malo Konare village, Straldza town, Bulgaria: the Charity
contributed towards two meeting the medical needs of two individuals within
the wider diaspora of the community. One of them is due a major kidney
transplant in Turkey and the other individual got a leg prosthesis after
emergency key operation. Both individuals were extremely thankful of the
financial and emotional support received by the charity.
