(2024: £19,710). This included £3,187 (2024: £3,615) spent on furniture
and fittings, and £3,850 (2024: £2,140) given to the World Evangelical
Mission, another charity. Other significant expenses were £4,552 (2024:
£3,578) for rent, and £7,683 (2024: £10,377) for evangelism materials,
training, hospitality, travel, and repairs and maintenance.

During the year, our members’ spiritual and emotional needs became very
significant, so was our effort to ensure these needs were effectively
attended to, and where necessary, we referred people to different
agencies specialised in the areas of their needs.

We look forward to a more glorious and impactful 2026.
