We have a two tier structure with an elected committee comprising of Associate members, this committee

is responsible for the day to day running of the association. The actions of the committee are overscen by
the Trustees.

Appointment of Trustees

Trustees are recruited at the Annual General Meeting. The office Bearers are elected at the Annual
General Meeting. The trustees may be co-opted throughout the year.

Objectives and Activities
Charitable purposes

To 1dentify former service personnel, their families and dependants who are in need and are not currently
receiving help that they require and are entitled to.

The prevention or relief of poverty, financial hardship or distress of former service personnel, their
families and dependants through co-ordinating with the appropriate agencies and allied organisations.

To offer moral and practical aid and in cases where financial assistance 1s required, to offer such.

To provide transport for former service personnel, their families and descendants to attend Remembrance
Services and Commemoration events where they would not otherwise be able to do so.

Activities

We have established strong links with SSAFA, the armed forces charity, Homes 4 Heroes

and Help our Wounded. These organisations provide valuable assistance to those in need. They do
however require time for the necessary formalities to be completed prior to releasing aid. We are able to
provide immediate assistance up until the large organisations can take over, thus reducing the anxiety and
stress often felt by those in need. Our assistance takes many forms. Moral support for those who are
having difficulty in adjusting to civilian life by introducing them to other former service personnel with
whom they can discuss their problems. Practical support by for example providing transport for hospital
visits for relatives and dependants. Visiting those in hospital. Financial support, this take the form of short

term emergency assistance while we arrange for the large charities to get up to speed.

Our minibus is extremely busy ferrying veterans and their families and dependants to and from hospitals,
to remembrance and commemoration events, and to various veterans breakfasts. These breakfasts enable
veterans to meet and interact with other former service personnel in a relaxed informal environment
where they can discuss their problems.

Achievements and Performances

Once again the veterans charity have been busy the minibus is as ever busy taking veterans to multiple
events to include breakfasts, remembrance events, funerals, commemorations and hospital visits. This
included trips to Spean Bridge to the Commando Memorial.

There was a successful application to the lottery resulting in a £5000 grant which could be used for
running costs of the charity this was awarded through a professional funding researcher.

We have now booked a storage container to store many of the items purchased.

There has been no remuneration to Charity Trustees during the period.

Staffing
There have been no paid staff members during the period.

Financial Review

The results for the period show Income 2022 £8,755 (2021 £11,455) and Expenditure 2022 £10,717
(2021 £2,855). The results show a 2022 deficit £1,962 (2021 surplus £4,481) with total funds remaining
2022£4,005.
