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The objectives of Granite City Wanderers Hockey Club are:

e Working in partnership with other bodies to achieve the purposes.

Structure, governance and management

As a Scottish Charitable Incorporated Organisation, Granite City Wanderers have legal status
and are governed by the organisations’ constitution.

Granite City Wanderers appoint a group of trustees each year who have overall control and
management of the charity. They are responsible for the charity's governance and strategy,
and for making sure that the charity is administered effectively.

Achievements and performance:

Season 24-25 has proved to be a successful year for the club in terms of improved
performance from both men’s and ladies first team. The Ladies firsts finished in the top 6 of
National league with good results against higher placed opposition, fielding a consistent team
throughout the season. The men’s team had an increased win rate and finished a respectable
8 out 11 in their league (although awaiting updated Scottish hockey Leagues).

Both team report suffering from a lack of games particular for the men with only having 14
games this season. The lack of consistent weekend matches is thought to impact the
participation at this level. This has been brought to the attention of Scottish Hockey.

At District level, the picture remains positive with both second teams reaching their
respective Scottish plate finals. Unfortunately both teams ended up with silver. However,
during the final days the GCW support network showed what the club was all about and put
on a good show. Both teams also remain mid-table in their district league demonstrating the
consistent performance and the ability to act as feeders to the first team.

In the Ladies Development Leagues, the emphasis was on providing experience for our youth
players, and the highlight was the Ladies 4™ team who finished third, one point off second
place.

The mens 3™ finished bottom of the league, but secured a notable win against Grammar towards the
end of the season, and blooded plenty of U18 players.

The Indoor season present both national and district teams with challenges of finding venues
to train and play. The ladies side finished 6™ from 8 teams which is an improvement from last
year. The Men’s national side had their league cancelled due to lack of venues.

Within the district sides both Men and Ladies managed to field teams throughout the short
season but fielding a consistent team was difficult. However, despite this both finished mid
table.

On behalf of the club, we would like to thank all the team coaches who have supported teams
over the season (both new and old), and a big thank you goes out to Fran Lonergan (current
Scotland cap) who coached the Men’s 1s. Unfortunately Fran has departed GCW and
returned back to Glasgow, the club wish her all the best with her future exploits.
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Despite some challenging results in the adult teams, our youth section continues to go from
strength to strength, with players performing very highly across both adult and youth
pathway teams. Membership of our youth section was over 120 this season, with record
numbers of youth boys playing, which is testament to the work which has continue through
the clubs DCI funded schools programme focusing on Bridge of Don, Oldmachar and St
Machar areas.

With the DCl programme now in its last year, a satellite session for both primary and
secondary players is now fully established at Oldmachar Academy, with the hope that a boys
S1-3 team can be entered into Scottish Hockey’s Aspire Cup next season. A big thank you to
I - for their continued commitment to making
all these sessions work. Consistency of coaches has really helped engage players and
encourage into the club sessions.

The club’s primary programme also goes from strength to strength, and GCW were able to
field teams at all U10 and U12 festivals across the year, with a number of 7 and 8 year olds
regularly turning out. Thanks to Youth Co-ordinator ||} I for her ongoing work
to arrange teams for these festivals and for the boys S1-3 and S4-6 teams.

The work being put in across the youth section was demonstrated by 12 players being
selected for North U14s squads, with 6 in the girls squad, and 6 in the boys.

Well done to all who were selected for both District and Brave programmes this year, and
thanks to all those coaches who have supported the ever expanding youth programme — in

Nature and purpose of funds |

Restricted funds mainly relate to funds received from SportScotland for Direct Club Investment. This was to promote and deliver training for youth field hockey in
Aberdeen City, with a focus on engaging boys. This 4 year program has led to growth in the number of club memberships from young males. This was the final year of
funding with a grant of £3978. The program is still being delivered and supported financially by Granite City Wanderers Hockey Club, delivering hockey coaching to
Primary Schools in Aberdeen for young people with no access to hockey within the school. The remaining funds were received from Scottish Hockey. These funds were
used to support new and existing members experiencing financial hardship. The remaining funds were used to invest in the creation of an awareness program for
neurodiversity in hockey. This is being circulated within the Scottish Hockey community.
