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Summary of the main achievements of

Financial review

A total of 489 people (plus 75 visitors to the DOD event) attended the
lecture programme, AGM and summer events. All lectures and events were
advertised in the local press, on the CFSS website and also via the
membership/lecture programme card.

Annual subscriptions were collected when members attended lectures.
Attendance fees/donations were collected from non-members when they
attended lectures.

Several members of Tullibody History Group, which is no longer arranging
lectures of its own, joined the Society in the autumn and attended the
lecture programme. This increased attendance considerably and
strengthened the Society’'s membership.

Four meetings of the Committee were held, all via Zoom, to plan the
programme and to attend to all other matters, including discussing local
planning applications.

The publication Gartmorn Dam and its Lade Systems 1690-1900 continued
to sell very well and it is now out of print. A decision was made to publish a
second edition, which will include an appreciation of Murray Dickie.
Publication details will be agreed and finalised in due course.
