Objectives and activities

The organisation is established for charitable purposes only, and in particular, the
objects are to advance pubiic participation in sport by providing the opportunity for
all to take part in trampolining activities in Banchory and the surrounding area.

Structure, governance, and management

Constitution

Banchory Trampoline and DMT Club is an unincorporated association. ftis
governed by its constitution which was adopted in September 2016. The Club
was granted charitable status by OSCR in April 2017.

Trustee appointment

The Board, which normally meets twice a term, are the charity’s trustees.
Membership of the Board is open to any person aged 16 or over who subscribes
to the purposes of the organisation and wishes to see them fulfilled.

Trustees are elected at the Annual General Meeting which is normaily held in
October.

The trustees are responsible for the strategic direction and governance of the
Club, whilst day-to-day running is delegated to the Head Coach and her
assistants, all of whom are paid contractors. The Head Coach or an assistant
attends the Board meetings to discuss progress and development. There is also
an Administrator who manages the Members registration and assists with Fees
and club organisation in conjunction with the Trustees and Head Coach. The
Administrator is not part of the Board and so may attend meetings if requested but
does not have a vote.

The trustees are aware of their responsibilities for Health and Safety, especially for
the children. In addition to comprehensive insurance, our Coaches all have
disclosures under the Protection of Vulnerable Groups (PVG) Scheme.

We have also supported members wishing to
enroll onto Coaching courses.

We will look to support our Gymnasts at aii levels to allow them to access our sport and to
enjoy or compete at the highest level they can.
