The competition season ran from April 2024 until August 2024, during
which the band competed at 3 of the 4 major championships and local
contests (Huntly & Banchory)

The band continued to focus on fundraising activities over the 2023/2024
winter period to be able to fund the 2024 season, we were successful in
raising enough funds to replace/upgrade our drumming equipment.
