Charitable Purposes and Activities

Scottish Dobermann Rescue continued its core work of rescuing, assessing, fostering, and
rehoming Dobermanns across Scotland. The charity supported dogs with behavioural and medical
needs, and maintained rescue-back-up for all previously rehomed dogs.

Support was provided to owners in crisis situations, including guidance, temporary care where
possible, and assistance with responsible rehoming.

Fundraising, including online appeals and merchandise sales, helped to cover veterinary costs,
food, equipment, and transport. Public education about Bobermann behaviour and responsible
ownership remained an important part of SPR'S work.

Achievements and Performance

- Several dogs were successfully rehomed.

- Behavioural advice and rescue-back-up were provided throughout the year.
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- Numerous owners were supported during crisis situations.

- Fundraising efforts mitigated high veterinary and operational costs.

Challenges

The charity continued to face a shortage of available foster homes, particularly for dogs with more
complex needs. Rising surrender requests and high veterinary fees placed additional pressure on
limited resources.
