A highlight was being invited down
to the British Championships in Liverpool in March 2025 to showcase our
group routine in front of an 8000 strong crowd. Our club got a mention in
parliament for this because we were the only Scottish club chosen out of only
4 in Britain to represent at this event. The chief executive of East Ayrshire also

came to visit us after this to give his congratulations.
