Fairs, Quiz Nights and Film Nights. This has raised funds for
general use. Further funds have been raised from outside
sources for major projects.

Projects:

1. The SCIO has undertaken an energy improvement project
for the Town Hall with support from the Scottish Government
CARES fund and the local Blackcraig Windfarm Community
Fund. This was completed in August 2024 with installation of
an air source heating system. As well as improving comfort
levels for users the financial year has seen a reduction in
heating costs of the order of £1000.

2. With National Lottery funding we have been able to
complete a project of refurbishment with improvements to
the state of decoration in toilets and entrance.

3. Our roof was damaged during the winter storms but has
been repaired with costs been borne by insurance.

4. Through local funding (Community Shop and Community
Council grants) we have purchased new tables and display
signage.

5. Towards the end of the financial year we have opened
discussion with Dumfries and Galloway Council concerning
the possible acquisition of a small area of land at the rear of
the hall as an area of future development. Acquisition would
be through Community Asset Transfer.
