Objectives and Activities

Balls and Boots exists to remove financial barriers that stop children in poverty across Scotland
from taking part in sport. We provide brand-new football boots, PE kit, and inclusive coaching,
ensuring every child has the opportunity to participate with dignity.

Our work focuses on three main activities:

e Supplying new boots, kit and clothing through referrals from schools, Active Schools
coordinators, youth workers and direct family requests (via email, social media and drop-ins).
* Delivering inclusive coaching sessions, including small-group and one-to-one sessions for
children with additional needs or low confidence.

e Linking children into school and community teams and offering leadership opportunities for
young people aged 16-21.

All support is provided free of charge and targeted to the areas of greatest need.

Structure, Governance and Management

Balls and Boots is a Scottish Charitable Incorporated Organisation (SCIO) regulated by the Office
of the Scottish Charity Regulator (OSCR). Trustees meet regularly to oversee strategic direction,
ensure good governance, and review safeguarding and financial responsibilities.

Achievements and Performance
In 2024-2025, Balls and Boots supported over 350 children and 83 families across Glasgow,
Edinburgh, Lanarkshire, Perth, Alloa, Elgin, Inverness, West Lothian, Dumfries and Aberdeen.

Families and professionals can contact us directly, ensuring swift and stigma-free
support.
