The Trustees have pleasure in presenting their report for the year ended 31 December
2024. This report is prepared in accordance with the constitution and the
recommendations of the Statement of Recommended Practice - Accounting and
Reporting by charities and complies with applicable law.

Recruitment - Appointment of Trustees

The Trustees are appointed by a vote of members. This is normally reviewed on a three
yearly cycle with the exception of the appointment of Pastor which is governed by a
separate process. One Deacon died during their term of service in 2023 (see list of
trustees).

Governing Documents

The church is a recognised charity governed by a Constitution which was approved by
the members and the OSCR.

The Church building was used by a local community-based slimming club, a weaving
Guild and a personal fitness club.

The Church also provides religious services, including home visits, for the local
community.

During the year extensive work was done to repair the leaking roof and make good the
damage caused by the collapse of the hall ceiling as a result of damp incursion. This
work was assisted by greatly appreciated donations from the David Sharp Trust and
was completed in August 2025 after nearly 13 month’s worth of work.

The annual Church Members meeting will be held in the Autumn.

Trustees Remuneration

Reverend Sitongua Laussu, a trustee, received remuneration of £30,247, contributions
towards housing costs of £7,200 and expenses of £240 during the year.

Reserves

The General Fund represents unrestricted funds to the sum of £81,504 (2023 - £89,473).
This fund is available to be used by the trustees subsequent to specific decision of the
church members in furtherance of the charity’s objectives.
