educators. All our engagement has been achieved organically without the use of paid
advertising.

Research Collaboration: ISEE was approached by Strathclyde University (Summer 2024) to
explore potential research collaboration related to Irlen Syndrome. We are currently awaiting
further details and the proposed project scope before determining our level of involvement.
