Dec 2024 — main construction phases completed and signed off by our
design contractor Sportslabs.

Feb 2025 — award of £12K from Benzies Foundation proves critical in
covering some overspends on construction. Club website goes live, 20
members sign up immediately and play gets underway.

Mar 2025 — our 25-year lease agreement with West Lothian Council is
formally signed and approved.
