Structure, Governance and Management

Constitution

The Charity is a Scottish Charitable Incorporated Organisation (a SCIO). It was registered in its current legal
form on 29 July 2022.

Appointment of trustees
Charity Trustees hold regular meetings, and generally control the activities of the organisation.

Trustees are elected at the annual general meeting . There must be a minimum of four and a maximum of
twelve trustees.

Objectives and Activities

Charitable purposes

To advance citizenship, community development and volunteering within and for the benefit of the community
of Inverkeiyhing by delivering a diverse variety of services and initiatives without distinction of sex, sexuality,
political, religious or other opinion with the object of improving their conditions of life, through volunteer led
center management, service delivery, fundraising and awareness raising.

Achievements and Performance

Despite ongoing delays to the project going live the Board has continued to meet, and employed its first
member of staff in July 2024 as a Volunteer coordinator. Despite the building not being open yet they have
recruited a number of volunteers and made connections with local organisations. The Board has continued to
explore new funding opportunities, but no new funding has been secured this year.

Reserves policy

The trustees' policy is to retain 3 months worth of normal running costs in order to meet commitments and to
cover any unexpected expenditure. Three months expenditure stands at £2854. The trustees will continue to
monitor the position.
