At the present time the funding of the charity comes exclusively from”as the
main beneficiary of her late husband’s estate. The Trust's charitable status reflects the

possibility that in future as the number of applicants increases, funding may be sought from
other sources.

The Trust invited applications from March 2024 with a closing date of May 315 2024, from
applicant’s resident in Edinburgh and West Lothian.

In that period, we received 6 applications. Two of those were considered to be unsuitable by
the trustees.
