SUMMARY OF ACTIVITIES

This year marks the third year as Angus Creatives SCIO and encompasses our fourth
festival and planning for the fifth. Our third year was funded through a grant from Creative
Dundee and Voluntary Action Angus. This enabled Angus Creatives to undertake
workshops by members for those suffereing from Dementia. It also allowed us to
undertake a series of project related workshops and training for members around
planning, skill development and project development work.

Angus Creatives is still finding its feet and working towards establishing a model that
works for ourselves and encourages the membership to take on more responsibility. It is a
member led organisation and as such planning is done by the members for the members.
During 2024 we have increased our membership and provided two other forms of
membership. Membership now sits at 50 across all membership types. At the time of
preparing these accounts for 2024 memberships sits at 50. We also introduced a fee from
members to cover our print costs. The membership is made up of a wide range of art
forms and artists at various stages in their careers.

As an organisation we recognise that we do not operate in a vacuum and forging
partnerships is critical to our success. Our partnerships with Creative Dundee and
Voluntary Action Angus during this year has allowed us to challenge our membership and
create a more sustainable organisation for the future. It has also allowed us to plan better
for next year and have submitted a funding application to Creative Scotland for our 2025
festival, which is in line with our 3 year business Plan which we have developed as a result
of Creative Dundee funding.

The 2024 festival focused on the creation of four Art Markets in each of our main towns
and this helped us to address the concerns we had surrounding our open studios and
drew in over 1,700 people. Whilst we continued to offer open studios to the public this was
supported by four Art Markets and an exhibition and helped us to attract larger audiences.
Our workshops which were funded through a number of care organisations worked with
over 40 elderly people with dementia. The various programmes that we have implemented
through the Create: Network funding has seen us commission five artists to work in
various visitor locations and businesses. It has also seen us develop our capacity and
resilience as an organisation as we build in greater business continuity. This has helped
strengthened our own membership who are all practicing artists and helped them to
develop their own skills and confidence.

The key outcome of the festival in 2024 was that we needed a better marketing capability
if we were to reach out and engage new audiences. We also recognised the need to
continue to provide new commission opportunities for the members and make sure as
many members as possible can take part in these by offering a range of offers. The clear



guidance from the membership allowed us to formulate a successful funding bid to
Creative Scotland for the festival in 2026. The project planning for this took place during
June 2025 and was supported by the funding from Creative Dundee. This programme has
a llowed us to carry out a range of training and skill sharing programmes which empowers
members to develop their skills and confidence in taking on a range of project planning
and organisational responsibilities as we move forward.

Itis clear that the key to our success will ultimately be in developing a vibrant membership
that can drive forward our plans and to make Angus Creatives sustainable as a voluntary
organisation that is less reliant on public funding. This is the challenge for our next
financial year and beyond.
