We have had three intakes of new volunteer befrienders for our face-to-face service which usually takes place once per week, wit
visits or outings. We also welcomed a new part-time member of staff, a schools co-ordinator, who is working with our third intake
volunteers, Sth year pupils from Montrose Academy, who visit residents at Ford Ml Care Home on a Monday and Friday afternoo
pupils sre enjoying providing meaningful companionship with the residents in a varlety of ways; chatting, taking part in activities, sis
together etc. This is not only expanding our young befrienders’ social skills and interactivities with @ different generation, and the
the residents look forward o these visits.
