various maintenance issues, but that we would love to see participate in future given their relevance and
significance to the community. The exhibition explored the fascinating histories of these buildings with the
hope of furthering conversation around their cultural significance and reflecting on the city’s wider built
environment. New contemporary photographs were displayed along with original plans introducing scope
for potential futures and as such discussion with community stakeholders.

Our Imagine Glasgow exhibition returned in 2025, one of my personal favourite projects NGS presents.
Debuted in 2015, the bi-annual exhibition calls for ambitious architecture and design ideas; imagining
Glasgow of the future. Glasgow is a place where we come together to live, work and play. However, similar
to other major UK cities, it has its own issues and challenges such as climate emergency and housing crisis.
Imagine Glasgow is an opportunity for students and graduates to showcase their ideas to the wider public.
Each selected project will be given a platform to showcase their ideas directly to various communities,
policy makers and professionals across Glasgow.

The New Glasgow Society continues to be active in the Glasgow's built environment scene. Other than
attending public consultations and Glasgow Urban Design Panel sessions, we have established good
relationships with GCC councillors, MSPs and other heritage charities. We also aim to lead on debates on
contemporary topics such as Glasgow’s skyline and derelict buildings.

The future is very bright at NGS; the committee is energised with the increase of volunteers from all walks
of life, and the rise of followers on social media. The new SCIO will future proof the Society, and we will
continue to campaign for a better Glasgow.

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STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE & MANAGEMENT

Governing Document

New Glasgow Society SCIO was established as a Scottish Charitable Incorporated Organisation
on 4™ May 2023 to replace New Glasgow Society (SC009743) which is an unincorporated
association, registered as a charity on 13 September 1965.

From 4" May 2023, New Glasgow Society SCIO and New Glasgow Society have been managed
under New Glasgow Society SCIO and governed by its constitution.

The organisation has a two-tier structure which consists of:

(a) The MEMBERS - who have the right to attend members' meetings (including any annual
general meeting) and have important powers under the constitution; in particular, the
members appoint people to serve on the board and take decisions on changes to the
constitution itself;

(b) The BOARD of Trustees - who hold regular meetings, and generally control the activities
of the organisation; for example, the board is responsible for monitoring and controlling
the financial position of the organisation.

The constitution allows for a maximum of ten trustee. At each annual general meeting, all of the
trustees shall retire from office - but are eligible for re-election.

The board may co-opt any member who they feel has the appropriate skills to be part of the board
of trustees. Co-opted members also retire at the AGM but are eligible for re-election.

New Glasgow Society SCIO has been established with the following Charitable Purpose:

Objectives
New Glasgow Society SCIO’s charitable objectives are:

a) To stimulate public interest in, and care for, the beauty, history and character of the city of
Glasgow and its surroundings.

(b) To encourage the preservation, development and improvement of features of general public
amenity or historic interest.

(c) To encourage high standards of architecture and town planning in the Glasgow region in
co-operation with other interested organisations where appropriate.
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FINANCIAL REVIEW

Overview

This year saw the charity with an income of £15,230 (2024: £14,426) primarily derived from use of
the community space at Argyle Street.

Total payments for the year were £6,110 (2024: £7,560) with the primary costs relating to
property management and event cost.

The charity achieved a surplus in the year of £9,119.
Reserves Policy

The Charity Trustees aim to maintain reserves at around 4 to 6 months of normal running costs in
order to meet its commitment to any unexpected expenditure.

Net reserves at the end of the financial year-end were £25,752 (2024: £16,014). The Charity
Trustees have met their target and the additional funds will be used towards our charitable
purposes.

FUTURE PLANS

SCIO status was granted on 4" May 2023 and has been operating under the new structure. The
original charity (SC009743) is in the process of winding down, pending transfer of the premises
at| I 7ransfer of all assets and operations should be completed by the end of
the 2024-25 financial year.

Key events to look forward to in 2026 will be the celebration of recruiting for the first time in NGS
history along with future discussion and collaboration with other amenity groups such as Glasgow
City Heritage Trust, Scottish Civic Trust, Friends of the people’s palace and various academics and
researchers. We are hoping to push the emphasis on supporting students this year across education
institutions including schools and college / university students which is in addition to our current
agenda in supporting fellow civic societies to come together in shared issues and concerns to create
a robust cross-sectional platform for galvanising and mobilising communities across Glasgow.. We
also aim to lead on debates on contemporary topics such as Glasgow’s skyline and derelict
buildings.
