Income

Expenditure

under headings that aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to partichilar
headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of resources.

Taxation

Fund accounting
Unrestricted funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objectives at the discretion of the trustees.

Restricted funds can only be used for particular restricted purposes within the objects of the charity. Restrictions
arise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular restricted purposes.

Further explanation of the nature and purpose of each fund is included in the notes to the financial statements.

Hire purchase and leasing commitments

Rentals paid under operating leases are charged to the Statement of Financial Activities on a straight line basis bver
the period of the lease.
