The treasurer and foodbank manager each hold a debit card for small transactions. Receipts are retained and all
transactions are recorded. Large payments are made by cheque. The treasurer and two trustees are authorized
signatories, and cheques must be signed by two of them.

The financial year runs to the end of March. Accounts are prepared by the treasurer and approved by the trustees and
independent financial adviser, according to the requirements of OSCR.

The principal source of income is donations from companies and individuals. Cash donations are banked immediately

and no cash is left in the foodbank. Confidential records are kept of individual donations, and donors are asked to
complete Gift Aid forms if appropriate. At the end of each tax year, a claim is made to HMRC for the refund of Gift Aid.
