in relation to these objects refurbished Lennox Hall Annex in Jamestown. Membership is open to
anyone living in the G83 postcode, who can then purchase 10 items of
groceries for £4. We are staffed by a team of 24 volunteers, who work on
a rota to serve members during opening hours, Thursdays 1pm-7pm and
Friday 10am-4pm. Purchasing stock is a large undertaking, and is carried
out by Charity Trustees. Our food is subsidised by donations from local
churches and groups and fundraising through grants and local businesses

Achievements and performance

Summary of the main achievements of = During our 15 months of operation we have registered 325 members, with
the charity during the financial period 3600 customers. We provide a warm space, and a cuppa and a chat for
many living on their own as well as a ‘community’ shop.
Our Trading Receipts cover only 50% of our the cost of our provisions,
and we raise the balance of our supplies purchases and our running costs
through donations, grants and fundraising. We are grateful for the on-
going support of the local community.
We are supported by Balloch Coop who supply us with excess stock, and
Scotmid who donate vouchers so that we can buy fresh dairy products
their shop across the road, and Warburtons who donate a weekly bread
delivery, via Scotmid.
We publicised the Pantry through all the local primary schools, and are
delighted to have p6/p7 pupils from Balloch Primary come to the Pantry
once a fortnight and help with stocking shelves. This encourages them to
mentor other families at school who may be in food poverty. We carry a
small stock of recycled school uniforms for local schools.
We received capital grant funding for WDC to replace our emergency exit
doors, and to instal entrance gates. Our electricity costs (£2679) were
our major operating cost due to Infrared heaters, we are looking to reduce
this in future years.
