CONSTITUTION

The Charity is a Scottish Charitable Incorporated Organisation (a SCIO), it has a single tier structure and as such the trustees are
the members of the charity.

GOVERNANCE

Overall responsibility for all charitable activities lies with the group members in the committee. Decisions in the trustees are by a
simple majority with the chair having a casting vote.

TRUSTEE SELECTION

The trustees are selected from members of the group. There is no formal training but trustees are required, by self study with the
materials provided on the OSCR website, to be aware of their responsibilities of the charity.

CHARITY OBJECTS

To encourage the promotion and practice of the sport of Amateur Boxing at the grass-roots level.To contribute to the
improvement of physical health, fitness, social and boxing skills and development of Scottish Boxing, the furtherance of which
will be achived through affiliation of Amateur Boxing Scotland. To promote healthy living and educate the players on a healthy
lifestyle that will result in improvement to their health and general wellbeing. To provide a safe environment where young
people can learn and participate in boxing and other activities relating to sport.

MAIN ACTIVITIES

Offering weekly boxing classes & keep fit courses inside the gymnasium or directly within local schools or community halls,
attending and holding various boxing events and competitons during the year.

ACHIEVEMENTS
All funder’s targets have been met in the financial year under review.

RESERVES POLICY

There is no reserve policy for the charity but the trustees are mindful of the need to stay within the budget provided to our
funders and to maintain all accounts in credit. To this end, the budget is monitored monthly to ensure that any remedial action is
taken promptly. Trading at the present level should ensure that there will be a reasonable credit balance on the accounts.
